BERMUDA BAR (INSURANCE) RULES 2009

DECLARATION BY DIRECTOR (Sec 16B)
I, <INSERT NAME OF DIRECTOR HERE>, a Director of <INSERT NAME OF COMPANY HERE> (the "Company") do solemnly and sincerely declare THAT:

1. The Company is a company limited by shares within the meaning of the Companies Act 1981 and is in good standing with the Registrar of Companies;
2. The memorandum of association of the Company provides that the Company has as its principal object the provision of professional services of the sort provided by individuals who practise as barristers or act as registered associates;
3. All issued and outstanding shares of the Company are legally and beneficially owned, directly or indirectly, by one or more individuals, each of whom is a barrister who holds a valid practising certificate;
4. All of the directors of the Company are barristers with valid practising certificates1 OR I am the sole shareholder and a director of the Company and am a barrister with a valid practising certificate and there is one other director of the Company who is not a barrister

5. Every person employed by the Company as a barrister holds a valid practising certificate;
6. Every person employed by the Company as an agent to perform functions specified in section 15 of the Act is a registered associate;
7. Every person who is a shareholder, controller, director or senior executive of the Company has a valid fit and proper person certificate;
8. All letterhead and promotional material for the Company clearly indicates that it is a limited liability company;
9. The Company has obtained and maintains insurance against professional liability under a policy of professional liability insurance issued by an insurance company that is registered as an insurer under the Insurance Act 1978 or is authorized to provide insurance under equivalent legislation in another jurisdiction;
10. The Company is registered with the Barristers and Accountants AML/ATF Board in accordance with section 30C of the Proceeds of Crime (Anti-Money Laundering and Anti-Terrorist Financing Supervision and Enforcement) Act 2008; and 
11. The memorandum of association or bye-laws of the Company provide for the manner in which shares of a member of the Company who dies or ceases to have a valid practising certificate are to be disposed of. 
AND I make this solemn Declaration conscientiously believing the same to be true.
